Girl Scout Brownie WOW Journey

Overview

for the Brownie Families and the Friends and Family Network

SESSION 1: LOVING WATER

Date Place Time

The Brownies begin exploring the Wonders of Water, what they love about water, and why it’s
important to protect it. They will also start to create a Team WOW Map showing what they love
about water. Your help in supplying colorful materials for the map is appreciated.

SESSION 2: “GREEN” TEA FOR A BLUE PLANET

Date Place Time

Through a special tea party, the Brownies learn about the water cycle and realize that everyone on
Earth shares water and that’s why it's so important to save and protect it. Look for your Brownie to
bring home a “water drop” that she will fill out with her water promise. She’ll be asking you to join
her in her promise!

SESSION 3: WATER FOR ALL

Date Place Time

Girls report on how they carried out their promises to protect water and earn their LOVE Water
awards. They then engage in activities to experience something of how families gather and use water
in places where clean water is scarce. This deepens the Brownies’ understanding of the need to
SAVE water.

SESSION 4: TEAMING UP TO ADVOCATE FOR WATER

SESSION 8: SHARE!

The Brownies SHARE what they have learned and how they have acted to SAVE Water with others
(younger kids, family members, school community). Then they invite their guests to take action for
water, too.

to sharing what they know with even more people and inviting them to protect water, too. The girls
