Girl Scouts of the USA’s (GSUSA) Public Policy and Advocacy Office selected thirty-three Girl Scout councils and state networks across the country to be Advocacy Champions for the national Live Healthy, Lead Healthy Policy and Advocacy initiative. This initiative equips and empowers Girl Scout councils to lead efforts to address and ultimately change issues that impact the health of girls at the state and local level.  The Advocacy Champions used the Live Healthy, Lead Healthy Policy and Advocacy Roadmap, a toolkit that focuses on the following issue areas – relational aggression, healthy media images, and eating disorders – to become a voice for girls in their community and state. 
In 2010, we are creating a second class of Advocacy Champions to learn from the successes and best practices of the 2009 class.  This 2010 class will include 17 new Girl Scout councils.
