 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Conditions

1) The Division of Museums and Historic Sites will give to objects deposited with it the same care they would receive if the objects were in the Division's own permanent collections, but the Division assumes no responsibility in case of loss or damage by theft, fire or otherwise.

2) Upon surrender of this receipt and signing of the Return to Depositor legal release, or upon the written order of the Depositor or his duly authorized and accredited agent or successor in interest and the signing of the Return to Depositor legal release, any object deposited with the Division of Museums and Historic Sites may be withdrawn upon reasonable request.

3) In case of death of a depositor, the legal representative of the deceased is requested to notify the Division of Museums and Historic Sites, giving his full name and address in writing and enclosing a certified copy of his authority.

ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS:

These objects have been taken for review and potential acquisition by the Indiana State Museum.  If the museum decides that a more appropriate institution exists to maintain all of part of the objects, it may act on my behalf and transfer those materials to that entity.
